Graduation with Honors

A baccalaureate degree student attaining an outstanding scholastic record will be graduated with
University honors if a minimum of 60 letter-graded credits have been earned at the University
of Pittsburgh. The GPA used for the awarding of honors at graduation will be calculated as a
composite of courses taken at the University of Pittsburgh and counting toward completion of the
degree. The following recognition of academic standing with honors applies:

e Cum Laude 3.250 - 3.490
e Magna Cum Laude 3.500- 3.740
e Summa Cum Laude 3.750 - 4.000
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
