The designated Namecoach link will also be in the students” RSVP confirmation email.

Parking and Guest Accessibility
Paid parking is available on the street or in the parking garage located under Soldiers & Sailors Hall on Bigelow
Boulevard.

e There is no physical connection or elevator from or between the garage and the hall.
e You must walk outside the garage to enter the hall.
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e Guests using a wheelchair or who prefer limited walking may park on the top (first floor) of the garage. Please
specify this to the attendant when entering.

¢ Guests who prefer a ramped entrance may also be dropped off at the Soldiers & Sailors outdoor parking lot
located at the corner of O'Hara Street and University Drive. There is a wheelchair ramp in the lot that enters
directly into the building. This lot is for drop off only. NO parking is permitted in this outdoor Soldiers &
Sailors parking lot.
